Konstance McCaffree, PhD, an AASECT and NCFR certified sexuality educator and 30-year veteran of public school teaching, is an Adjunct Professor in Widener University’s Center for Education, Program in Human Sexuality. Dr. McCaffree conducts workshops in the U.S. and internationally for educators/health professionals. 
She most recently co-authored a chapter on the history of sexuality education in the 1970's for the Sexuality Education series, edited by Schroeder and Kuriansky. She is co-author of the curriculum adopted by the Federal Ministry of Nigeria for implementation in all schools. In recent years she has implemented training programs for educators and health professionals in South Africa, Zambia, Nigeria, and the Philippines. 

She is proud to have served in some capacity in several of the sexuality professional organizations. Konnie served on the Board of Directors of SIECUS (Sexuality Information and Education Council of the United States) and as Treasurer and President-Elect of AASECT. A member since the 70's, she has been active in the Society for the Scientific Study of Sexuality serving most recently as President. 

Konnie has worked with various research groups to develop curricula to prevent HIV/AIDS, unplanned pregnancy, and other health and social issues among adolescents. She is the co-author of the Centers of Disease Control (CDC) Research to Classroom and nationally promoted award winning curricula for minority youth, Be Proud! Be Responsible!, Making Proud Choices, and Making a Difference.

 Bill Potts-Datema has worked in education and public health for 24 years, including service from local to national levels. He received the Director's Leadership Award from CDC-DASH and ASHA's Distinguished Service Award among other honors.
 As a vigorous advocate for adolescent and school health programs, he has served in several roles including founding coordinator of the Friends of School Health coalition of more than 60 national organizations. He has testified before Congressional committees and panels of the Institute of Medicine of the National Academies.
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
